The start date for volunteers upon acceptance is flexible, but depends on the urgency and nature of assignment. Some projects are ongoing while others may not and would have specific start and end dates.

III . LOCATION

7. Where would you like to be working? In the office, the community, or a combination of both?

The Buduburam Refuge Settlement is situated 40km from Accra in a relatively rural district within the Central Region of Ghana. Most of the homes at the settlement are makeshift or sub-standard with no constant supply of electricity. There’s no pipe-borne water and almost everything necessary for survival has to be bought. The sanitary condition of the settlement is poor. The settlement has a population well over 40,000 mostly Liberian refugees. People often use mobile phones for communication since there are no rural telecommunication lines available. The SHIFSD office has a relatively stable supply of electricity and is located on the outskirts of the settlement.

Your work as a SHIFSD volunteer would not involve several distant locations. The organization does not have a car available, but there are public transportation facilities (i.e. buses and taxis) within the district and at the settlement. You do not need a driver’s license since you will use public transport for travel outside the settlement.

V. COSTS, LIVING ACCOMMODATIONS AND OTHER LOGISTICS

SHIFSD will:

‏find a place for the volunteer to live

‏meet the volunteer at the airport

‏help the volunteer figure out how to get to and from his/her home to work

SHIFSD asks the volunteer (i.e. you) to:

pay his/her own airfare and provide emergency evacuation insurance.

pay for transportation costs to and from the airport.

pay for his/her living accommodations and food.

Living Accommodations:

Though it is a bit difficult, it is possible to find a Host Family for you to live with, and the average cost is US$10 per month. It is also possible to find an apartment or room for you to rent for the duration of your stay. The average cost is US$20 per month while a hotel or guesthouse costs about US$360 per month. You can expect to spend on average $150, per month on food and $70 per month on transportation. All of these figures are dependent on the economic situation in Ghana and the type of lifestyle you lead. You will need some little money also for medical purposes in case the need arises.

Medical facilities:

There is a UNHCR/National Catholic Secretariat run clinic (the St. Gregory Catholic Clinic) at the settlement in addition to several nearby hospitals. There is also an ambulance attached to the clinic. The nearby hospitals are about an hour drive from the settlement.
